Request for Policy Adoption and Bylaw Change
NORTHERN CALIFORNIA SWIM LEAGUE

Policy Recommendation:

“It is the policy of the Northern California Swim League to accept the Team Unify Online Registration platform as an acceptable substitute for a Northern California League Application for Swimmer Registration (League Application) that can be used equally for any purpose as is the league Application.  All swimmers registered via the TeamUnify platform are to meet all requirements outlined in ARTICLE XI. ELIGIBILITY OF PARTICIPANTS of the bylaws.”

The suggested bylaw change is as follows:

In paragraph A, of Section IV.  Entries and Eligibility of EXHIBIT B CHAMPIONSHIP MEET RULES within the Bylaws, remove Sentence 4-

…In addition to the foregoing requirement, a copy of a Northern California Swim League Application for Swimmer registration and a copy of a birth certificate for each League participant must be submitted to the League Registrar by the League participant’s Team no later than July 1 of the then current regular season to qualify for participating in a championship meet.

And replace it with-

…In addition to the foregoing requirement, a copy of a Northern California Swim League Application For Swimmer Registration and a complete team roster including birth dates of each League participant must be submitted to the League Registrar by the league participant’s Team no later than July 1 of the then current regular season to qualify for participating in a championship meet.  In the event of a challenge to a swimmer’s registered age, the team of the participant will provide affirmative evidence in the form of a birth certificate copy within 72 hours of the challenge or the swimmer will be subject to the consequences set  forth in Secion 11.03 Events Causing Ineligibility (d).
